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Redefining Zoroastrians:

I was asked“how to translate Zoroastrian religion into modern
day so our next generation remains engaged and interested”.
But what is Zoroastrianism, and what are we asking our
youth to get engaged and interested in? Zoroastrianism is
currently considered a religion. | will argue that to keep the
youth engaged and interested, we need to remove the label
“religion”, and realize it is rather a culture and philosophy.
Zoroastrianism is not like most other religions. The Gatha
(Zarathustra's songs) do not mention any miracles, does
not discuss the afterlife, does not require faith in something
undetectable, and does not include absolute punishment.
The Avestas, written by mobeds long after Zarathustra's
death, highly influenced by other religions during that
time (such as Judaism and Christianity), may mention
some of the aforementioned, but we're Zoroastrian, so let's
stick to the Gathas. The Gathas are a book of philosophy. It
discusses human nature, ways to attain happiness, discusses
the relationship between action and reaction, and is more
similar to Aristotle's book Nicomachean Ethics (great book,
highly recommended) than any religious, faith-based, holy
book. The Gathas were derived from Zarathustra's logic,
reason, morality and ethical beliefs, while other religions
are based on prophecies and faith. The definition of religion
on merriam-webster's dictionary is an “organized system of
beliefs, ceremonies, and rules used to worship a god or group
of gods. The definition of philosophy is “a particular set of
ideas on knowledge, truth, the nature, the meaning of life,
and how to live" Which category does Zoroastrianism fall
in? Was the purpose of Zarathustra's writing of the Gathas
to organize people based on a set of faith-based beliefs to
worship a god, or was it to lay down a series of his own ideas
about truth, nature, the purpose of life, and how to live? |
argue that Zoroaster is largely different from Moses, Jesus,
Mohammad, Buddha, etc. who got their energy and words
from an external power, and he is highly similar to Aristotle,
who also contemplated the questions of the purpose of life,
and the best way to live. Therefore, | argue that Zoroaster's
Gathas were far more similar to Aristotle's books, such as
Nicomachean Ethics, Plato's books, Socrates's books rather
than the Torah, Bible, or Quran.

Assuming the Gathas are a philosophical text, any person of
any religion can follow the teachings of the Gathas. If a Muslim
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agrees that happiness must be radiated, a Jew believes we
must renew our existence, and a Christian believes that they
should to the right thing because it is the right thing to do
rather than for a prize from god, then a Muslim, Jew, and
Christian can have a Zoroastrian ideology too.

Since we have established that Zarathustra was a philosopher,
it seems almost silly to be a “Zoroastrian”. We certainly do
not see any Aristotlians, and we would consider it odd if
someone said they were Platonians, so what is a Zoroastrian?
Zoroastrians have a culture; they are a people that have a
similar ancestry. They kept their beliefs and customs during
the Arab invasion, and now they have their own customs,
traditions, and holidays. They are Iranians who were less
influenced by Islamic ideas, and kept some traditions from
pre-Islamic Iran. | argue that Zoroastrians are a 'ghom) or
ethnic group. | argue that Zoroastrians are similar to the Lors,
Kords, and the Torks/Azaris. Like Zoroastrians, they have a
set of traditions based on history. As Zoroastrians, we should
consider ourselves an ethnic group rather than a religion, and
the Gathas a philosophical text rather than a holy book.

The beauty of being an ethnicgroupisthatthereisnoabsolute
right or wrong. Anyone can practice the beautiful Zoroastrian
customs, no matter what their background or religion.
Similarly, anyone can follow the enlightened philosophies of
Zarathustra, no matter what their background or religion.
The way to engage the coming generations is to portray
our culture and philosophy as such, rather than a religion.
Religion has an illogical dimension to it, based on faith and
fear, and is unappealing to the highly educated youth. If we
bring our children up celebrating the holidays we celebrate,
such as Mehregan, Sadeh, Tirgan, etc., they will grow to like
it. Similarly if we teach Zoroastrian philosophy at home,
teach that the proper way to live is through “good thoughts,
good words, good deeds”, then we will raise children with a
Zoroastrian belief system. Maybe the name Zoroastrian won't
stick, but the ideas, philosophy, and customs just might. And
to me, that is more important than the label.

God's Good Rule,
Vohu Khshathra

Dr. Kersey H. Antia is high

priest of the Zarathushti community in
Chicago since 1977, and has served as an
honorary priest for over half a century.

A fully-ordained priest with the Best Boy
medal and the Prefect Medal from the the
M.F.Cama Athornan Institute in Mumbai,
Dr. Antia studied religion and Avesta-
Pahlavi under Dasturji Dabu, Mirza and
other learned priests, and has won essay
prizes from K.R. Cama Oriental Institute
and other institutions since 1956, and
Avesta-Pahlavi scholarships in college.
He has lectured widely and is author of numerous papers on religion
and psychology. A clinical and management psychologist in private
solo practice in Illinois, he is also affiliated with several hospitals. He

is listed in several Who's Who and included in Outstanding Religious
Personalities and Scholars of the 20th Century and others.

In his magnificent conception of God, Asho Zarathushtra
also includes a unique vision of God's Good Rule (Vohu
Khshathra) which he exhorts man to choose and pursue
in this world, by good thinking, righteousness and piety
(Y46.16).

It is hard to conceive that at a time when most of mankind
tried to please the gods through human and animal
sacrifices, Zarathushtra not only conceived of One God
but also saw God and man in an active partnership. The
best way for man to worship Mazda is to emulate him and
help to establish His Good Rule on this earth. (Y28.3,Y30.7,
Y47.1).

Even the later prayers seem to have preserved this notion.
For example, in Hoshbam, one yearns to become one
with the Lord (Hamem thwa hakhma). At the root of
such a vision of God lies the origin not only of ethics but
also of the dignity of man, humanitarianism, individual
responsibility, freedom of choice, human rights and the
like, which ultimately paved the way for modernity. Yasna
29 well illustrates this point. There we learn that this
world had slipped into such a sorry state of sordidness
and evil that good thinking (vohu mano) recommended
Zarathushtra to exhort man to be Godlike and thereby
defeat evil. Zarathushtra promises the reward of Good
Rule to such men (Y29.10). Man's purpose on this earth is
to imbibe God's divine qualities and become an active ally
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(Hamkar) of God. Nowhere is this message so clear as in
Y34.1:

"By whichever action, by whichever word, by whichever
worship, Wise One, Thou didst receive for Thyself
immortality, truth, ... [dominion and] completeness, let
these very things be given by us to Thee, Lord, in the
very greatest number." (Y34.1).

The same sentiment is also echoed so well in Y34.2, Y47.1,
and Y51.21. As Professor James Russell wisely contends:

"It is from these original declarations, possibly the most
momentous in human culture, (for it is from them that the
noblest ethical systems and concepts of human rights and
law seem to bear their imprint) - that Zarathushtra should
be called by all good men OUR prophet.’

Concept of the Amesha Spenta

It is hard to unlock all the treasures of the Gathas as they
are like a hidden treasury with keys missing. One of the
most difficult concepts to decipher is that of the Amesha
Spenta (Benevolent Immortals) and why Zarathushtra
found it so basic to his philosophy. He talks of them as
separate entities as well as abstract qualities. He addresses
Mazda himself as a single entity and also as a plural being.
No one can claim to speak with certainty about this (or
other things about the Gathas), but is seems to me that
when Zarathushtra addresses Mazda in the plural, he is
referring to all the Amesha Spenta, attributes of Mazda as
they have become hamem thwa hakhma -- one and the
same with the Lord.

The seven Amesha Spenta are like the seven colors of the
rainbow -- they may be separate but they are part and
parcel of the same phenomenon. Like the colors of the
rainbow, if you merge them together, they form one entity
-- white light -- spenta mainyu, which may represent the
divine essence of all the seven Amesha Spentas.
Khshathraisno exceptiontothisrule.ltisadistinct, separate
attribute or aspect of Mazda and yet it is not possible to
conceive of it in the absence of the other Amesha Spenta.
Yasna 47.1 which is the only place in the Gathas where all
the Amesha Spenta are mentioned together in one verse
emphasizes their interdependent nature. One attains
Good Rule only by being Godlike in every way.

In this respect, it makes little sense to determine the status
ofan Amesha Spenta by the number of timesitis mentioned
in the Gathas, as is so often done. The importance of an
Amesha Spenta lies in the fact that the divine quality it
represents is necessary for man to emulate, to become
divine himself.

Zarathushtra realized so well the limitless love of God for
man and His eternal effort to help man realize his Godhead
(hamem thwa hakhma) that even when he personally saw
God as a single entity, as"the First One in the creation of the
world" (Y43.5), he saw Him accompanied by such Amesha



Spenta as Truth (asha) and Good Thinking (vohu mano).
For Zarathushtra to see and realize God is to see and
realize Him in all His beautiful rainbow-like glory, because
no one attribute could fully describe Him. He explained
this vision in the concept of the Amesha Spenta and used
it to its fullest to exhort man to be God-like by developing
the divinity in him and qualifying for "the best existence"
forever.

To be God-like in the exercise of power is particularly
difficult for man, because power corrupts him so easily. But
without attaining this goal, man cannot expect to attain
piety and Godhead. An entire Gatha, Yasna 51, therefore
has been devoted to Vohu Khshathra, which is somehow
not done in the case of the other Amesha Spenta, if we do
not include Spenta Mainyu among them.

Vohu Khshathra Gatha.

In this Gatha Zarathushtra emphasizes the realization by
man of the divine essence of God on this earth (Y51.2).
Man must actively choose Good Rule for the spiritual
progress of the world, which will lead mankind to the
highest good and the most fortunate existence (Y51.1).
For this to happen, man must make the right choice
(Y32.2) and become "Mazda's envoys forever" (Y49.8). For
this reason, | very often regard Zarathushtra's religion as
the Religion of Right Choice. Good Rule has to be actively
chosen and sought by man, even as one has to choose the
prophet himself.

Zarathushtra does not talk about the need for making a
choice for the sake of making a choice but for the sake of
establishing Good Rule (Y51.1). Therefore, he talks about
those righteous persons who actively work for the Good
Dominion (Y51.8-15), including those who helped him in
his own lifetime to spread his divine message (Y51.16-19).

Yasna 51 ends as beautifully as it begins, even though it is
translated and interpreted differently by different scholars.
"I know in whose worship there exists for me the best
in accordance with truth [ashal. It is the Wise Lord as
well as those who have existed and (still) existinamely
the amesha spenta]. Them (all) shall | worship with
their own names [that is, | shall worship truth, asha, with
truth, good thinking, vohu mano, with good thinking].
And | shall serve them with love."

In this translation, one finds the emphasis on worshipping
each of the Wise Lord's Amesha Spenta attributes.

Many scholars however see in this verse, Y51.22, the origin
of Yenghe Haatam, our third most important prayer and

translate it differently.

"The Wise God knows best any person of mine for his or
herveneration donein accordance with righteousness.
I shall, on my part, venerate such persons, passed away
or living, by their names, and shall lovingly encircle
them."

No two scholars tend to agree completely in their
interpretation of the Gathas, yet such is their beauty that
each interpretation still remains steeped in spirituality,
even as it is cloaked in mystery so difficult for even the
best scholars to unravel. Like those Rorschach ink-blots,
one tends to interpret the Gathas in terms of one's own
past conditioning and mind-set. My own conditioning

leads me to believe that Y51.22 refers both to the Amesha
Spenta, and to those human beings who have realized
their essence in their lives, thus becoming worthy of our
adoration and emulation, for they have fulfilled what Y51.1
expected of them by choosing the Good Rule. Thus Yasna
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51 both begins and ends with the emphasis on man as
an instrument of divine will and power on earth. Man can
realize the divinity in himself by following the precepts in
and finally himself could become worthy of adoration as
any amesha spenta, being revered individually by name,
as we always do in all our prayers for the departed because
each Zoroastrian is expected to fulfill this goal in his or her
lifetime. Such an interpretation of is lent credence by the
fact that originally amesha spenta meant any person, alive
ordeceased, who had attained perfection and immortality.

Vohu Khshathra in Actual Practice
The Good Dominion envisioned and preached by
Zarathushtra 3,000 or so years ago is the vision of a perfect

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world. One finds echoes of it in the Bible, the Koran and
even in the texts of Mahayana Buddhism, Ramayana
and Gita. The echoes of this vision for the Good Rule are
found in the rock inscriptions of Achaemenian kings who
led the way for religious tolerance and human progress
some 2,500 years ago. The echo of this vision was felt even
by Firdausi, who made his entire epic, the Shahnameh a
monument to the concept of Good Rule by depicting it
mainly as a chronicle of good versus bad rulers. This is not
to say that the Zoroastrian kings were always exemplary
rulers but Zarathushtra's vision of Vohu Khshathra always
provided them with an inspiration to be exemplary rulers.
Firdausi best expresses the sentiment of the Gathas when
he maintains that "King Faridun was not an angel adorned
with musk and perfumes, but he obtained righteousness
by justice and charity, and if you guide yourself by justice
and charity, you could also become (an angel like) Faridun.”
So forceful is the influence of ideas.

By revealing to mankind ideas and words never spoken
before (Y31.1) by anyone, ideas which later infiltrated into
Judaism, Christianity, Mahayana Buddhism, Mithraism,
Manichaeism and through the Greeks, into European
traditions, Zarathushtra was the first known prophet to
lead mankind into such noble and spiritual concepts, not
the least of which is Vohu Khshathra.

It is only when man will overcome all the evil within
himself and in this world that such a kingdom will come.
If in the meantime we suffer, it is because we are not yet
heeding Zarathushtra's advice in bringing it about.
According to E. Kulke, Mary Boyce, and Duchesne
Guillemin, it was this latent tendency to work for the
renovation of the world and Good Rule that, instinctively
drove the 19th century Parsis to work towards industrial
revolution, political independence, social and educational
reforms, labor and social welfare and other progressive
causes, although there were no translations of the Gathas
(or any other religious texts) available to them then. Kulke
was surprised not only by the extensive charities of the
Parsi baronets and industrialists, but also by innumerable
small benevolent acts of unknown Parsis, such as, for
example, one Mr. Cama who awarded prizes for the best
essays on small-pox in the 19th century and distributed
them free wherever small-pox was raging in India. Such
selfless human acts and the willingness of man to help
his fellow-human beings will ultimately ensure the
establishment of God's good Kingdom on this earth. Let
us all work towards that goal.

Building a Z. Community

The year was 1978, the beginning of Islamic revolution in Iran.
War was forced upon the public and parents were petrified of
losing their children to the frontline of war. Zoroastrian parents
desperately used any tool at their disposal to send their children
abroad. A handful had the financial means and the luxury to
migrate as a family and the rest had sent their young all alone to
the vast expanse of North America.

Orange County, California had a small Z. community with a
few families in the late seventies. Thanks to the tenacity of a
hand full of ladies under the leadership of the late Mrs. Farangis
Shahrokh they had activities including Avesta classes and
entertainment for children at one of their homes. With the influx
of more immigrants they saw the need to organize a day trip to
Big Bear including transportation for the youth. They asked me
and a couple of others to help them with this plan. Back then
our only form of communication was word of mouth; no social
media, cell phones or Facebook events existed. Miraculously the
news of that event reached far and high and | vividly remember
that the bus, which met in front of the Federal Building in Los
Angeles, was filled to capacity.

That bus has continued on its mission in one form or another
over the years. The fire that was lit that day has been burning
since; the driver has changed, the passengers have unloaded
and new ones boarded but nonetheless the goal of unity
remains. That one day winter trip sparked an interest in the
fragile psyche of the youth in attendance and we recognized the
need to connect. Following that outing we started reaching out
and having small events at each other’s homes and apartments.
CZC board heard about our events and asked us to make this
an official community gathering instead of a private event. They
suggested we form a CZC youth group.

That was a tough time for me as | was working full time and going
to college in the evenings, but something inside told me that

this was the right thing to do. During the first couple of years, all
our energy went to having gatherings and increasing interest.
Later we wrote bi-laws and had elections every two years. As
our goal expanded, we began educating this new generation to
gain knowledge of Zoroastrianism.

After few years there were more Zoroastrian families with young
children in Orange County. California Zoroastrian Center got
a location to call home when the late Rostam Guiv provided a
house in Anaheim to be used as official CZC headquarters. We
began having some of our events there and others still in Los
Angeles at various locations. Not having the advantage of today’s
communication technology meant it took a lot more time and
effort to reach every one. When we want to plan a disco night or
a game night we had to look for places where they might have a
rec. room to rent for a few hours. Among our many events were
poetry night, disco nights, picnics, weekend trips, camping,
religious education, debates and group sedreh poushis. We also
were assisting CZC in all the formal “Jashn” organization and
entertainment. Bear in mind that we had minimum budget and
keeping the cost low was a top priority.

Our first formal event was hosting Mehregan at Odyssey
Restaurant. Many hold memories of that night to this day. As
the community grew we pioneered the induction of the Yellow
page directory which continues today by others who followed
us. With today’s technology there may no longer be a need for
a paper directory but during the eighties it was a monumental
communication device.

9 years had passed and it was time to step aside, pass the torch
to fresh perspectives and younger ideas and move on. Around
this time a few friends approached me to join them in forming a
sport committee (ZSC) to host Zoroastrian Olympics. | accepted
and we became the first board of directors for this group. This
was yet another tool to bind our fragile community together
beside entertainment and education.

The games were to be held every two years and over the years
more variety was offered. These events had amazing success
and it was a special joy to see children and adults participate
from many countries. These games created a global network of
young Zoroastrians in North America where many friendships,
memories and bonds have been created.

Among other activities | joined was publication of Mantra
journal every three months. We gathered articles while we met
at each other’s homes. This publication was made possible by
funding from Morvarid Guiv Foundation for many years until the
funding was no longer sustainable.

In the late nineties | joined in organizing one day educational
seminars under the umbrella of California Zoroastrian Center.
We invited scholars, professors, and speakers to spread the
message of Zarathushtra.

Reflecting back on all that we accomplished for 2 decades |
am proud to say | was never alone. It takes a a good idea and a
willing group of selfless people who won't give up and together
we can reach the far ends of the earth. Community work is hard
and at times heart breaking but it is also full filing and self-
satisfying . The feeling of selflessness and putting the welfare of
your society ahead of your own is very rewarding and a feeling
everyone should experience.

WHAT IS THE GATHAS

The Gathas are the teachings of “Zarathushtra’, the Sage, the
intellect, the greatest teacher the world has ever known.

The Gathas are in the form of poetry and reveal the truth, the
absolute truth, the truth that is all around us but we are so
disorientated that we do not see, and when shown, we prefer
not to believe.

The Gathas are the only ancient wisdom that can solve
human problems and elevate human life to a higher level
of existence in a practical way, without sacrifice, without
penance, without rituals, without hoping for supernatural
intervention but by knowing oneself, by Self-Realization
(Khod-Ah) and having confidence and belief in oneself.

/ARATHUSHTRA: Prophet
and founder

The name of the founding Prophet of Zoroastrianism
is not Zoroaster, which is a Greek transliteration of
the name, but Zarathushtra, which means, in ancient
Iranian, "yellow camel." (zara = yellow, ushtra = camel).
An alternate reading is "old camel." Animals such as
camels and horses were essential and even sacred to
the people of Zarathushtra's age, and thus a name
containing one of these animals marks a person as
important. A similar naming practice occurred among
the ancient Greeks where names containing "-ippos"
or horse denoted high birth - such as Philippos (lover
of horses), Aristippos (best horse), or Xanthippos
(yellow horse).

The later Zoroastrians, perhaps embarrassed by their
prophet's primitive-sounding name, said that the
name meant "Golden Light," deriving their meaning
from the word zara and the wordushas, light or
dawn. There is no doubt about Zarathushtra's clan
name, which is Spitama - perhaps meaning "white."
Zarathushtra's father was named Pouruchaspa
(many horses) and his mother was named Dughdova
(milkmaid). His birthday is celebrated on March 26, as
part of the Iranian New Year Festival.

No one knows where or when the Prophet was
born. Some legends place his birth in western Iran,
perhaps near Tehran; others, which are somewhat
more likely due to the eastern Iranian language of
his poetry, place his birthplace in the east. As for the
date of his birth, it has been since ancient times a
matter of controversy. Greek sources placed him as
early as 6000 B.C., a reckoning derived from poorly
transmitted Zoroastrian legends; few if any scholars
take that date seriously. The traditional Zoroastrian
date for Zarathushtra's birth and ministry is around
600 B.C. This is derived from a Greek source that

give that date; other rationales for the 600 BC date
identify the King Vishtaspa of Zarathushtra's Gathas
with the father of the Persian King Darius, who lived
around that time.

As the linguists of both Europe and India worked
on the Gathas, however, it became clear that the
language of the Gathas attributed to Zarathushtra
was far older than the language spoken in Iran at the
time of King Darius' father. Gathic Avestan was very
close to the Sanskrit of the Indian Rig-Vedas, which
can be dated from the period 1500-1200 BC. This
would mean that Zarathushtra lived far earlier than
the "traditional" date. Some scholars have said that
the 600 BC date is still plausible if Gathic Avestan was
actually an artificially preserved sacred language,
somewhat like Latin, which continued in literature
and rituals thousands of years after it had ceased to
be spoken.

Recent work by Martin Schwartz and Almut Hintze
tends to discount this theory, as the linguists show
that the Gathas are not the work of an academic
writing in a dead language; they show all the signs
of poetry composed and recited in an oral tradition,
similar to the heroic poetry of Homer or the Rig-
Vedas. These studies would confirm the earlier date
for Zarathushtra.

The problem of Zarathushtra's time will never be
solved, unless some improbable archaeological find
turns up. Most scholars agree on a time-frame for
Zarathushtra which could be as early as 1700 B.C. or
as late as 1000 B.C.

Zarathushtra received his prophetic calling in about
his thirtieth year, in which he envisioned God through
Vohu Manah, or "Good Mind." His prophecies were not
foretellings of the future, but prophecy in the sense of
the later Hebrew prophets: revolutionary messages
of religious purity and social justice, speaking out
against corrupt priests and potentates.

There is very little biographical material in the Gathas.
What is there indicates that Zarathushtra was cast out
of his original home, wherever that was, and forced
to wander, along with his followers and their animals.
Yasna 46 begins with a sad verse about this:

"To what land should | turn? Where should | turn to
go?
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They hold me back from folk and friends.

Neither the community | follow pleases me,

nor do the wrongful rulers of the land...

| know... that | am powerless.

I have a few cattle and also a few men.”’

(Jafarey translation)

He and his followers wandered until they found a
sympathetic friend in King Vishtaspa, who was not
the father of King Darius but an earlier ruler of the
same name, who may have lived in eastern Iran or
in Bactria, modern Afghanistan. There, Zarathushtra
won over the king, and his court, and became the
court prophet.

According to the Avesta, Zarathushtra married one of
his disciples, Hvovi and the couple had six children,
three daughters Freni, Thrita and Pouruchista, and
three sonslIsatvastar, Urvatat-naraand Hvare-chithra,.
He mentions Pouruchista, the youngest daughter in
his Gathas who is reported in the Pahlavi literature to
have married Jamaspa, a highly learned top courtier
of King Vishtaspa. The Avesta, particularly the Gathas,
show that he succeeded Zarathushtra as the Top
Teacher.

There is no exact or provable information about
Zarathushtra's life at court, though it may be assumed
that it was here that he composed the Gathas, and
the names of king and court appear in the poetry as
if, in oral recitation, they were there listening to him.
The prophet may have spent almost three decades
there, before his death at age 77.

Again, no one knows how Zarathushtra died.
Many legends, and Zoroastrian tradition, say that
he was killed, while praying in the sanctuary, by a
foreign enemy of the king. But there is no holiday
commemorating the martyrdom of the Prophet,
as there would be in other religions (Christianity,
for instance) and other Zoroastrian traditions, and
scholars, say that Zarathushtra died peacefully.

One of the controversies about Zarathushtra concerns
whether he was a priest. He did not live in a religious
vacuum, but was born into a society that practiced
the polytheistic rites of ancient Indo-Iranian religion.
This religion already had a well-developed system of
priesthood and service. In one verse of the Gathas
(Y,33, 6) Zarathushtra calls himself a "zaota" which
in later Zoroastrian usage is the word for officiating
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priest. The word, though, literally means "invoker"
and both Taraporewala and Jafarey translate it simply,
claiming that Zarathushtra never meant to call
himself a priest. It is very possible that Zarathushtra,
if not a priest, had priestly training (how else would
he know the highly technical spiritual language
found in the Gathas, as well as the ability to compose
philosophical/religious poetry?). Other Zoroastrians,
including more traditionally minded ones, say that
Zarathushtra was indeed a priest and the first of
the millennia-old tradition of Zoroastrian ritualizing
priesthood.

In the later Avesta, Zarathushtra is used as a character
in dialogue with Ahura Mazda; he is featured in
ritual texts and in law- texts, and great amounts
of ritual and doctrine are thus attributed to him,
whether he was their originator or not. In much
later Zoroastrian traditions, some of which were not
recorded until centuries after the Arab conquest,
the life of the Prophet abounds with miracles and
divine interventions. His mother glowed with the
divine Glory usually reserved for kings; the soul of
the prophet was placed by God in the sacred Haoma
plant (which Z. condemned in the Gathas) and the
prophet was conceived through the essence of
Haoma in milk (though the birth is not a virgin birth,
but the natural product of two special, but earthly
parents.). The child laughed at his birth instead of
crying, and he glowed so brightly that the villagers
around him were frightened and tried to destroy him.
All attempts to destroy young Zarathushtra failed; fire
would not burn him nor would animals crush him in
stampedes; he was cared for by a mother wolf in the
wilderness.

He spent years in the wilderness communing with
God before his first vision, in which Vohu Manah came
to him in the form of a huge Angel. All the heavenly
entities, the Amesha Spentas, instructed Zarathushtra
in heaven, and he received perfect knowledge of
past, present, and future. Zarathushtra's preaching to
King Vishtaspa was enhanced by miracles, especially
the healing of a paralyzed horse that convinced the
king to accept the new religion.

Most of these motifs are familiar from the lives of other
culture heroes such as Romulus, Moses, and Jesus.
Whether any of this literally happened is a matter for



belief, not scholarship. Tradition-minded Zoroastrians
do accept these legends as truth about Zarathushtra.
Other, more modern Zoroastrians, who rely more on
the Gathas as a scriptural source, discount the legends
as pious fantasies, noting that there are no miracles or
supernatural interventions in the Gathas.

Unlike Mohammed's recitation of the Koran, the
Gathas of Zarathushtra are not "channeled" - that is,
the Gathas are regarded as the inspired composition
of a poet-prophet rather than a text dictated by a
heavenly being. Zarathushtra was inspired by God,
through the Bounteous Immortals of Vohu Manah,
Asha, and the others - but he was not a passive
recipient of the divine wisdom. In accordance with
Zoroastrian philosophy, he reached God through his
own effort simultaneously with God's communication
to him.

Zarathushtra was never divine, not even in the most
extravagant legends. He remained a man like all
others, though divinely gifted with inspiration and
closeness to Ahura Mazda. His life is an inspiration
for Zoroastrians of all persuasions, traditionalist and
modern - in his innovation, loving relationship with
God, and spiritual courage he is a model for all his
followers. After his death. Zarathushtra's great soul
attains almost the level of a Bounteous Immortal, but
still is not merged in the divinity.

Ever since ancient Greek times the name of Zoroaster
has stood for mysterious Eastern wisdom. In
Hellenistic times many esoteric and magical texts
were written using his name (though none of those
texts had anything to do with the real Zarathushtra)
and Zoroaster was thought of as one of the greatest
magicians. Once the Avesta had been brought to the
West in the 18th century, his name again became
famous in the West - this time not for magic, but
for the humanistic, monotheistic, moral philosophy
found in the Gathas. Enlightenment philosophers
such as Kant and Diderot mentioned him as a model;
the playwright Voltaire wrote a play called "Zoroastre."
Here was a philosopher from "pagan" antiquity who
was monotheistic and moral without any help from
the Christian Church! The French composer Rameau
wrote an opera called "Zoroastre" and the free-
thinking Mozart used a variant of the name for his
character Sarastro in "The Magic Flute;" Sarastro is the

priest of the Sun and Light who defeats the Queen of
the Night. In the 20th century Nietszche was inspired
by Zarathushtra's example when expounding his
philosophy in THUS SPAKE ZARATHUSHTRA, though
there is no identifiable Zoroastrian teaching in the
Nietszche work. The German composer Richard
Strauss, inspired by the Nietzsche work, wrote the
tone-poem of the same name, which became famous
in the 1960s as the theme for the Stanley Kubrick film
2001 - A SPACE ODYSSEY.

The example of the Prophet is still good today,
and anyone who sees his or her own religion
overwhelmed by insensitive, exploitative "orthodoxy"
can sympathize with this ancient revolutionary whose
message is ever fresh and ever new.
